		Communicating with Children: Creating the Conditions for Safety, Trust and Voice







			Effective communication with children is a core safeguarding skill, central to identifying sexual abuse early and responding in a way that supports safety, dignity, and healing. Evidence shows it can take years for a child to feel able to tell someone about sexual abuse. The CSA Centre estimates that far more children are sexually abused each year than services currently identify, and many struggle to communicate their experiences due to fear, shame, loyalty to family members, confusion, or not having the language to describe what is happening.







			The CSA Centre’s Communicating with Children guide highlights that all professionals—not only specialists—can safely talk with children. It provides practical approaches, explaining what may prevent a child from speaking and what adults can do to help them communicate.
