       ACTION PLAN


Decide the year groups you will focus on


Allocate specific curriculum time for these sessions


Hold a whole school launch day e.g. ‘Green Day’, ‘Bush craft Day’


Invite local experts to speak to the children e.g. Gloucestershire Wildlife Trust, Forest Schools. 


Develop the outdoor area/classroom 


Set up a pupil working party (e.g. an Eco Council) and ask for volunteers from parents and the local community 


Buy a selection of waterproof kit and wellington boots as the children will go outside whatever the weather!

       IMPACT


       Outdoor Learning:


Fostered pupils’ interest in their local environment


Gave pupils a better understanding of their local environment


Developed scientific skills and understanding 


Pupils’ cooperative and collaborative skills through group work


Developed pupils’ observational and concentration skills within a meaningful context


The number of children taking part in regular outdoor 


learning activities has increased from 0 to 30 in Reception

       IMPLEMENTATION


A whole school launch day was held – a ‘Bush craft’ leader worked with groups of children throughout the school, alongside Teachers and TAs  who organised a range of  activities e.g. outdoor rubbings, planting, weeding, parachute games, nature quizzes


Reception and Year 4 children were chosen to be the focus groups  and they had a one hour session per week


Reception children had sessions with the teacher and a Glos. Wildlife Trust employee (a parent). They focussed on exploration and group problem solving activities e.g. making leaf crowns, nature cocktails and nature trails


Year 4 children took part in Science related activities e.g. habitats, pond dipping and identification keys
