  ACTION PLAN


Carry out a pupil questionnaire to ascertain pupil views on current SRE provision


Hold a Staff meeting to gauge staff confidence in the teaching of SRE


Carry out an audit of resources


Review the SRE policy with the community, staff, governors and pupils


Organise a parents evening to look at the policy and resources


Seek advice from outside agencies


Review the school scheme of work

	FINDINGS


Pupil questionnaires showed that some    children felt they did not have a            thorough understanding of SRE


Staff wanted more SRE resources 


Staff wanted training on dealing with       ‘tricky’ questions in SRE


Staff and parents wanted the policy to reflect the specific language used in SRE and what was to be taught in each year group


The scheme of work needed to reflect the use of specific SRE terminology appropriate for different year groups at our school
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    PRIORITIES/OBJECTIVES


To develop the teaching and learning of Sex and Relationships Education throughout the school


To focus on Y5/6 SRE teaching and learning


To increase the number of pupils who report that the SRE curriculum meets their needs, from 31 to 149

 IMPLEMENTATION


An SRE unit of work is taught in every year group over a period of 4 to 6 weeks, so that pupils have time to digest and reflect on information and ask questions


Problem boxes are used in each classroom as a means for children to ask questions and raise issues anonymously


More resources  have been bought (books and DVDs)


The staff and community have agreed on the language to be used in SRE and science lessons, that is appropriate for our school








IMPACT


Pupils report feeling more informed about dealing with physical and emotional changes


Staff report feeling more confident and competent in teaching SRE


Children feel that there is a means for them to ask questions that they may otherwise find hard to discuss


The SRE policy and Scheme of Work are to be reviewed annually to reflect current practice


The number of pupils who report feeling that the teaching of SRE meets their needs, has increased from 31 to 141
