Answers
Look at the scenarios below and decide if the person in the scenario:

1. is not wanting to give consent
2. is wanting to gain consent 
3. has given consent but has now changed their mind and wishes to withdraw consent 

Within your group, decide the number for their situation and put it in the box. Then discuss what 
you think should happen in each scenario. What can the young person say or do?

Tom agreed to play a game
of ‘I dare you…’ with his 
friends. He now feels 
uncomfortable and wants 
to stop.

Tom:

Sunita’s friend has said 
she should only play with 
him at playtime – just the 
two of them - rather than 
the whole group. Sunita 
would rather play with 
everyone.
 
Sunita:

Mabel wants to hold her 
friend’s hand when they 
go out to play. Mabel 
asked again this morning, 
but her friend ignored 
her.

Mabel:

Rafael asks his friend 
every day if he can borrow
their favourite hoody to 
wear. His friend has said 
no but Rafael keeps asking
to try and change their 
mind.

Rafael:

Amir’s friend has stayed 
for a sleepover and has 
asked to sleep with him in 
his bed. He would prefer 
him not to as there is 
another bed in his room.

 Amir:

Sophia had said she would 
meet her friends at the 
park later. She now 
realises it will almost be 
dark by then, so doesn’t 
want to go.

Sophia:

Hamad’s auntie has 
started tickling him. It 
was fun at first, but he 
doesn’t like it now.

Hamad:

Jay’s friend, who he met 
online and loves gaming 
with, keeps asking for his 
address. Jay is not sure 
how much longer he can 
ignore his request. 

Jay:

Lena took a great picture 
with her four closest 
friends. One of her 
friends really doesn’t like 
it and wants it deleted but
Lena wants to share it 
online. Her friend didn’t 
exactly say yes, but she 
didn’t say no either.
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Charlie’s friend is having a
sleepover and he said he 
would go. He’s now heard 
there will be no adults in 
the house. He is worried 
and doesn’t want to go.

Charlie:

Li’s little sister has said 
she doesn’t want to play 
with her, but Li thinks she
should do what she says 
because she’s the oldest.

Li:

Aisha’s friend’s dad always
wants to give her a hug 
when she visits. She 
doesn’t want one.
